Chairperson Smith established that a quorum was present at 9:40 a.m. and called the meeting to
order.

Approval of Minutes

Chairperson Smith called for any changes/revisions to the minutes of the August 20, 2010 Board
meeting. A motion was made by Camille Puckett, seconded by Ivenue Love-Stanley, and the Board
voted unanimously to approve the Minutes of the August 20, 2010 Board Meeting.

Executive Director’s Report

Tanja Battle updated members on changes in Enforcement staffing. Jim Mehserle asked if it would
be possible to hold a training session with investigators, for Board members. Tanja Battle advised
she will coordinate a session.

Written Correspondence

Correspondence from Mr. Joel Digby: The Board considered correspondence from Mr. Digby,
requesting termination of probationary status. A motion was made by Camille Puckett, seconded by
Jim Mehserle, and the Board voted unanimously to terminate the probation period.

Correspondence from Mr. Richard Spalding: The Board considered correspondence from Mr.
Spalding, requesting that his Cease and Desist order be removed, and also seeking a reduction in the
fine imposed by the Board. A motion was made by Jim Mehserle, seconded by Camille Puckett, and
the Board voted unanimously to deny the requests.

Correspondence from Mr. Jared Ellis: The Board considered correspondence from Mr. Ellis,
seeking clarification about a Florida architecture company working on a project in Georgia, and the
requirements for a Georgia-licensed architect to sign and seal projects. A motion was made by Jim
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Mehserle, seconded by Ivenue Love-Stanley, and the Board voted unanimously to send a letter citing

Rule 50-3-.02, to emphasize that the employee who is sealing documents needs to have an
ownership interest and be designated in writing as an authority with an interest in the company.

ARE 4.0

Anne Smith gave an ARE 4.0 update. At the last meeting, Ms. Smith advised members she would
clarify the rolling clock with NCARB and report back. All examinations need to be undertaken in a
single five-year period. Anything older than five years will no longer be valid, and must be taken
again.

NCARB

Chairperson Smith informed members that she will be attending a Board Chairs conference in New
Orleans at the end of the month, where long-term strategic goals will be discussed.

Mr. Mehserle attended a NCARB conference in San Francisco. He reported that the conference
went well, and that this region is strong. Topics included the possibility of the NCARB certificate
becoming the main credential in the future, as well as all states adopting uniform roles and licensure
requirements.

Laurie McRae gave members a brief report, and a discussion ensued regarding the challenges of
maintaining continuing education records.
