e Board Rule 100-5-.02 Continuing Education:




Following discussion on the Board’s currently posted rules on Continuing Education and the number of
required hours to be obtained for renewals, the Board requested the discussion be an ongoing agenda item to
be revisited during future meetings for consideration of any changes.

e In addition, out of the rules discussion on CE Hours, a policy was suggested for individuals under
Board Orders for disciplinary matters:

Board Orders & Continuing Education Audits:

All active licensees scheduled for renewal of their license who are under active Board Orders for
disciplinary matters shall undergo a Continuing Education Hours “Audit” by the Board for every
renewal cycle the order is active, and until such orders terms and conditions are satisfied.

Dr. Wren motioned, Dr. Krantz seconded and the Board voted to adopt the above policy as written.

e The Board voted for Dr. Krantz to develop the criteria for Continuing Education Hours to be
required for the reactivation of an inactive status license when said license has been inactive for a
number of years. The criteria will be presented to the full Board next scheduled meeting date. Once
approved, the Board can add the criteria as a policy.
