Sanctions and Fine Scale for Unlicensed Practice: Composite Board 

 

 Practicing without a valid Georgia license may be grounds, in the Boards discretion, for 

disciplinary sanctions, including but not limited to, the sanctions provided below. Possible fines 

to be considered (mitigating circumstances may be taken into account in varying the fine amount 

and/or sanctions imposed, and, is within the Boards discretion): 

1. Practice over one month but not exceeding three months: fine of $100.00 per month; 

2. Practice over 3 months but not exceeding one year: fine of $500.00; 

3. Practice over one year but not exceeding two years: fine of $750.00; 

4. Practice over two years but not exceeding three years: fine of $1,000.00; 

5. Practice over three years: fine of $1,000.00 plus an additional fine of $100.00 for each 

    month worked, or portion thereof, over three years not to exceed $5,000.00.
