(1) The Board may waive the examination requirements for an applicant ferreciprocity
who has been registered practiced-professionalferestry for a minimum of five years in
another jurisdiction fellewing-ticensure as a registered forester provided that the
requirements and qualifications for licensing and registration under the laws of the in
that jurisdiction are substantially equivalent to those of Georgia, and the applicant has
been in good standing with the |ur|sd|ct|on for the entlre perlod of Ilcensure or
registration. :

. ) : Lt . hor iurisdiction.

(2) The applicant shall complete and submit an Application for Licensure by
Endorsement with all attachments.

(3) A license issued by endorsement is at the sole discretion of the Board and if issued,
shall be subject to all provisions of this part governing expiration, renewal, fees,
continuing education, sanctions, revocation and any and all other provisions of law and
rules governing or relating to foresters.
