The majority of the 
complaints were focused on the proposed Amateur Mixed Martial Arts Rules with the 
following focus:  Requirement of Shin and Instep Pads, No Blows to the head while on 
the ground, 10 count for opponents brought to the ground by a strike.  There is also 
objection of the 5% fee associated with MMA ticket sales.   
 
Commissioner Moraetes made the statement that his responsibility is to the 
promoters of the state of Georgia and how they promote in this state and the impact to 
the promoters is what he uses as a basis for making his decisions. 
 
Commissioner Moraetes would like for the GAEC to research reducing the 
requirement of a negative Hepatitis Test from every 180 days to every 365 days
