The Board advised that a Georgia registered design professional would be required for any land 
disturbing activities, and also would not be allowed to prepare storm water design or represent 
themselves as a licensed professional in Georgia without being licensed.

CLARB: 
 
Elizabeth Isbell:  After reviewing correspondence regarding the content of acceptable continuing 
education activity, the Board concurred that all continuing education courses approved by CLARB 
are acceptable and meet the continuing education requirements.

In its consideration of the proposed rules, the Board stated that the formulation and 
adoption of these rules do not impose additional regulatory cost on any licensee that cannot be 
reduced by a less expensive alternative that fully accomplishes the objectives of the statutes that are 
the basis for the proposed rules.  Further, the Board stated that it is not legal or feasible to meet the 
objectives of these statutes to adopt or implement differing actions for business as listed in O.C.G.A. 
Section 50-13-4(a)(3)(A)(B)(C) and (D) and that the formulation and adoption of these rules will 
impact every licensee in the same manner and each licensee is independently licensed, owned, and 
operated and dominant in the field of Landscape Architects.  Ms. Kirk seconded the motion.  The 
motion carried unanimously. 
 
Propose to Adopt Rule 310-9-.04(1): 
 
At its meeting on July 25, 2007, the Landscape Architects Board voted to post 310-9-.04(1).   
The Board discussed revisions to its rules and considered modifications to Rule 310-9-.04(1).  
Ms. Kirk made a motion to propose adoption of these rules and to post and hold a public hearing to 
receive comments regarding the proposed rules and to consider adoption of the rules following the 
public hearing.  In its consideration of the proposed rules, the Board stated that the formulation and 
adoption of these rules do not impose additional regulatory cost on any licensee that cannot be 
reduced by a less expensive alternative that fully accomplishes the objectives of the statutes that are 
the basis for the proposed rules.
