The Board considered the following correspondence and matters of interest: 
 
Anthony Papp:  Can the Board offer/suggest a distance learning means to fulfill the ethics 
requirement?  Board Response:  On-line courses are available. 
 
Rose Mary Martin:  How can I obtain information on Georgia laws/rules on the Code of Ethics? I 
would like to develop a continuing education opportunity for my staff.  Board Response:  The laws 
and rules are available at the Board’s website:  www.sos.state.ga.us/plb/ot.  Ethical guidelines for all 
occupational therapists are available from the American Occupational Therapy Association (AOTA).  
There are also other excellent references: Kornblau, Starling. 
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Chad Lewis:  Does my attending the Physician’s Asst. Program at the Medical College of GA count 
towards my continuing education or defers it by any means?  Board Response:  If the coursework 
is related to occupational therapy, it may be acceptable.  In case of an audit you will need to furnish 
the course outline, timeline, topic outline.   
 
Jennifer Thompson:  I would like verification on continuing education requirements: 1) A license 
issued the second year of the biennium is not required to meet continuing education requirements.  
2)  Is this correct:  After 3/1/06 I have to complete a minimum of 24 hours of continuing education 
including 2+ hours of ethics and 16 hours of hands on patient care, etc.   Board Response:  1 & 2) 
This is correct.    
 
Kimbra Solomon: 1) Where can I obtain policy and procedures on OT/OTA practice in the school 
system?   2) Because OT is a related service, do we need a Dr.’s order to bill for Medicaid?  3) Is 
there a ceiling on the number of students seen daily?  4) Is there a percentage a COTA should be 
supervised in the school system?   5) Are COTA’s allowed to perform arenas/pre-K testing/eval.?  
Board Response:  1)  This is not in the Georgia law, please check the National Associations.  2) 
Please refer to the occupational therapy rule on Direct Access.   3)  Refer to the school board’s 
policy and procedure.   4)  Please refer to the occupational therapy rule on supervision.    5)  Please 
refer to the practice act for guidelines. 
 
Kevin Cooper:  1) How many hours of supervision does a COTA need in the school system.  2) 
Does the OT need to work full time to supervise or is part time and PRN acceptable?   3)   Can a 
COTA attend an IEP meeting without the OT being present?     Board Response:  Pease refer to 
the following law and rules in answer to your queries:  law 43-28-3(7), rules 671-2-.04 and 671-2-
.02. 
 
Lee Tracey, E.D., Speech:   Meeting with the Speech, Physical Therapy and Occupational Therapy 
Boards with Speech President, Winn Hill in Atlanta. 
Board Response:  Invite Speech and Physical Therapy to the next Occupational Therapy Board 
meeting, January 2006. 
 
Kimberly R. Gunby:  Is it necessary to have a Dr.’s referral for all children receiving OT services?  
Board Response:  Please refer to the occupational therapy rule on Direct Access.    
 
Janice Loschert:  The Endorsement Application requires I submit 2 OT references for which I am 
unable to obtain.  I worked closely with registered nurses and exercise physiologists?  Board 
Response:  Apply for licensure in Georgia and request a waiver.  The form can be found at the 
Board’s website:  www.sos.state.ga.us/plb/ot. 
 
Susan Wise:  I am a COTA and would like to know the rules for treating pediatrics:  Can I treat a 
child in a private clinic with an OTR onsite.  Are there restrictions on private vs. Medicaid insurance?  
Board Response:  Please contact the insurance carriers for requirement. 
 
Kerri Lively:  Is continuing education hours given for taking/passing the certified hand exam?  
Board Response:  No there is not. 
 
Rhonda Sheppard:  1) Can a licensed GA occupational therapist evaluate without a prescription 
from the doctor.    2) Is it necessary to have a prescription to Evaluate and Treat:  Board Response:  
1) Yes, they can evaluate without prescription, however, you may also wish to inquire of your payor.   
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Amanda Jackson:  Can I treat a patient under a German Orthopedic surgeon’s referral?  Board 
Response:  Occupational Therapy law does not state, however you may wish to inquire of the payor 
before treatment.
