Call to order:



Chairman Sweitzer called the meeting to order at 9:32 am and presented a proposed
agenda. Mr. Ritter moved to adopt the amended agenda. Dr. Ransom seconded. Motion
carried.

Approval of Minutes:

Mr. Sweitzer asked for any additions or deletions to the minutes of the September 9, 2003
Board Meeting. There being no changes, Mr. Ritter moved to adopt the minutes as
written. Mr. Armstrong seconded. Motion carried.

Mr. Sweitzer asked for any addition or deletions to the minutes of the September 23,
2003 Board Meeting. There being no changes, Mr. Little moved to adopt the minutes as
written. Mr. Armstrong seconded. Motion carried.

Professional Societies and Guests

Chairman Sweitzer recognized the guests and members of the professional societies
present. Mr. Chris Quigley, President of the American Council of Engineering
Companies of Georgia, mentioned a letter sent to the Board from Georgia Engineering
Alliance, Inc. This letter will be placed on the January 27, 2004 Board meeting agenda to
be discussed at that time.

Executive Director’s Report

e Mr. Mickler reported that the exams were held in Atlanta in October. There were
no reported problems with the exam process this time. The staff has nearly
caught up on the backlog of applications to be reviewed.

e Mr. Mickler reported that the staff has moved physically to the office space of the
Construction Boards. The Professional Licensing Boards Division has formed a
Help Desk Section using staff from the various sections to answer phone calls.

e Mr. Mickler reported that the NCEES representative has signed the contract for
the 2006 NCEES Southern Zone conference at the Savannah Westin.

Old Business:

Board Rule 180-11-.08:

This rule regarding reinstatement of inactive licenses was presented at the September 9,
2003 meeting. The Board moved to post at that time. Mr. Mickler pointed out that Legal
Services had determined that the changes to the Board rule were a restatement of
0.C.G.A. 43-15-6 and were not needed. Mr. Dean moved to dismiss further proceedings
with this rule. Mr. Ritter seconded. Motion carried.

Direct Professional Engineering Supervision:



Mr. Ritter presented a letter from the Structural Engineers Association of Georgia
(SEAOG) regarding “direct supervisory control” as it pertains to the practice of
professional engineering. The letter proposed revising the language in Board Rule 180-6-
.03 to allow for licensed supervisors to meet with unlicensed subordinates periodically
and not on a daily basis. Mr. Ritter moved to accept the revised language, changing the
definition of “direct supervisory control.” Mr. Dean seconded. After much discussion,
Mr. Ritter amended his motion to ask Ajay Gohil, Attorney General representative for his
legal opinion of the wording. Mr. Dean seconded. Motion carried.

Sealing of Documents:

Mr. Sweitzer asked Mr. Little to review this item regarding sealing of documents and
bring his recommendations to the January 27, 2004 meeting.

New Business:
Certificate of Authorization Renewal Fee:

Mr. Mickler asked the Board to assess a renewal fee for engineering and surveying firms
at the next renewal in June 2004, so they can be processed through the website renewal or
the Renewal Section of the Professional Licensing Division. Mr. Dean moved to set the
fee at $1.00. Mr. Armstrong seconded. Motion carried.

Guidelines for Holding Applications Due to Investigation:

Mr. Mickler asked the Board for guidelines for the staff to hold application due to
investigations being initiated during the application process. At this time, when an
application is reviewed, the firms that the applicant has listed as experience are checked
for active Certificate of Authorization. If it is discovered that a firm does not have a
certificate, the application is held and a complaint is initiated against the firm. The
applicant is not notified why his/her application is being held. Mr. Dean moved that
under discovery of a lack of Certificate of Authorization with a professional engineer on
staff, a letter of concern should be sent to the firm, assessing a penalty of $500 to allow
the firm to comply with the law regarding firm registration. The applicant will be
notified that the application review will be held up until the firm comes into compliance.
Mr. Sweitzer directed the Executive Director to write a proposed policy to present to the
Board at the January 27, 2004 meeting. Mr. Dean withdrew his motion.

Violation Fine Schedule:

Mr. Mickler presented fine schedules from Alabama, Florida, South Carolina, North
Carolina and Tennessee. Mr. Dean and Mr. Ritter agreed to study these and bring a
proposed schedule to the January 27, 2003 meeting. Mr. Dean moved to assess a penalty
of $500 for firms found to be practicing without an active Certificate of Authorization,
but have a professional engineer on staff. Mr. Armstrong seconded. Motion carried.



Notices of Borrower Default on Repayment of Student Loan:

Mr. Ritter moved to suspend the EIT certificate of James W. Frame, certificate number
EIT019564, for failure to repay a student loan, and further moved that this suspension
will cease upon receipt by the Division Director of a “Notice of Release” from the
Georgia Higher Education Assistance Corporation. Mr. Armstrong seconded. Motion
carried.

Exam Security Breaches:

Mr. Mickler presented a package from NCEES regarding exam security breaches for the
Board’s information.

Nominations for NCEES National Awards:

Mr. Mickler presented a package from NCEES regarding nominations for NCEES
National Awards for the Board’s information.

Use of Term “Engineering” by Forensic Experts:

Mr. Mickler presented a letter from Richard L. Underwood, PE regarding use of the term
“engineering” by forensic experts in court cases. After much discussion, Mr. Sweitzer
directed Mr. Mickler to compose a response letter.

At 11:45 am, Mr. Ritter moved to recess for lunch, return at 1:00 pm and enter into
Executive Session to deliberate on applications and enforcement matters and to receive
information on applications and investigative reports. Mr. Dean seconded. Motion
carried.

Executive Session:

Investigations and Complaints:

Mr. Ritter moved to accept a signed Consent Order from Dan Wells, to cease and desist
the practice of land surveying. Mr. Little seconded. Motion carried.

Dr. Ransom moved to accept a signed Cease and Desist Order as amended with no fine
from Phillip Dickey, as regarding the unlicensed practice of engineering. Mr. Armstrong
seconded. Motion carried.



Mr. Armstrong moved to accept a signed Consent Order from William Deloach,
LS001711, with six months probation, $500 fine, and public reprimand for violations of
the Plat Act. Mr. Little seconded. Motion carried.

PELS040016 — This case involved unlicensed practice of professional engineering. A
Cease and Desist Order was presented to the respondent, who refused to sign because the
respondent intends to apply for registration. Mr. Armstrong moved to proceed with the
Cease and Desist Order and not approve any application until the Cease and Desist Order
is signed. Mr. Little seconded. Motion carried.

PELS030003 — This case involved unlicensed practice of professional engineering by an
individual. Mr. Little moved for a Cease and Desist Order, criminal charges to be filed
with the District Attorney and/or sheriff’s office in the jurisdiction, notify the building
officials and the Tennessee and Florida Engineers’ Boards where the respondent is also
unlicensed, but has been performing work in their jurisdictions. Mr. Vickery seconded.
Motion carried.

PELS040021 — This case involved unlicensed practice of professional engineering and
land surveying by a firm. Mr. Dean moved for a Cease and Desist Order with a penalty
of $1000 for each violation. Mr. Ritter seconded. Motion carried.

PELS040023 — This case involved unlicensed practice of land surveying by an individual
and associated firm. Mr. Dean moved for a Cease and Desist Order with a penalty of
$1000 for the individual and a Cease and Desist Order with a penalty of $1000 for the
firm.

PELS040022 — This case involved unlicensed practice of land surveying by a
professional engineer, who signed and sealed a preliminary plat with his professional
engineer’s seal. Mr. Little moved for a Cease and Desist Order with $1000 penalty. Mr.
Dean seconded. Motion carried.

PELS030039 - This case involved a firm practicing professional engineering without a
Certificate of Authorization. Mr. Ritter moved to send a letter with penalty of $500 and
an application for Certificate of Authorization. Mr. Little seconded. Motion carried.

PELS040029 - This case involved a firm practicing land surveying without a Certificate
of Authorization. Mr. Ritter moved to send a letter with penalty of $500 and an
application for Certificate of Authorization. Dr. Ransom seconded. Motion carried.

PELS0220088 — This case involved a professional engineer with sanctions in another
state. Dr. Ransom moved for a Consent Order with three years suspension to be changed
to probation if he passes the civil exam and $3500 penalty. Mr. Armstrong seconded.
After discussion, Dr. Ransom amended her motion to reduce the penalty to $500. Mr.
Little seconded. Motion carried.



PELS030019 - This case involved allegations of substandard practice of land surveying.
Mr. Dean moved to close this case with no violations found. Dr. Ransom seconded.
Motion carried.
