Call to order:

Chairman Dean called the meeting to order at 2:01 pm and presented a proposed agenda with one item to discuss:  Investigations.
Mr. Chastain described his knowledge of circumstances surrounding three associated investigative cases that are before the Board for consideration.  In the investigation, some information has come to light that would indicate that a respondent who signed a Voluntary Cease and Desist Order for unlicensed practice of professional engineering in January 2004 may be involved in fraudulent behavior of duplicating the seal of a Land Surveyor and signing the Land Surveyor’s name on plats without his knowledge.  Mr. Ritter moved to authorize Mr. Chastain and the Licensing Boards’ Investigator familiar with the case to meet with the District Attorney in the respondent’s county of residence, to share any and all pertinent information in the investigative files on these related cases, and empower Mr. Chastain and the Investigator to grant the District Attorney the authority to take any action necessary to criminally prosecute the respondent, including taking out a warrant.  Ms. Willmer seconded.  A roll call vote was unanimous.  Motion carried.
There being no further business before the Board, Chairman Dean asked for a motion to adjourn. Ms. Willmer so moved.  Mr. Ritter seconded.  Motion carried.
