Call to order: 
 
Chairman Vickery called the meeting to order at 9:35 am and presented a proposed 
agenda. Mr. Little moved to adopt agenda as presented.  Mr. Waddle seconded.   Motion 
carried.  
 
 
Approval of Minutes: 
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Chairman Vickery asked for any additions or deletions to the minutes of the April 12, 
2005 Board Meeting. Mr. Waddle moved to adopt the minutes as written. Mr. Ritter 
seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
Professional Societies and Guests 
 
Chairman Vickery recognized the guests present:   Major Thompson, representing 
American Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE) and Hardwick Butler, representing 
Surveying and Mapping Society of Georgia (SAMSOG.)  Mr. Thompson commented that 
he and his colleagues were very disappointed to find that the Governor had recently 
vetoed House Bill 444, which would have changed education requirements for land 
surveyor and engineer candidates. 
 
Executive Director’s Report 
 
Mr. Mickler reported to the Board about the 2005 NCEES Southern Zone Meeting, 
indicating that most issues that were discussed were administrative.  Chairman Vickery 
interjected that there was a lot of discussion on the possibility of allowing applicants to 
sit for both the Fundamentals and Principles & Practices exams in the same offering.  
Another issue discussed was a proposed NCEES licensure model, adding a step for a 
“chartered engineer” with additional education requirements for professional engineer. 
 
Old Business: 
 
Professional Engineer Application: 
 
Because of the absence of Ms. Willmer, this item was deferred to the next meeting. 
 
2006 NCEES Southern Zone Meeting 
 
Chairman Vickery led discussion on the plans for the 2006 NCEES Southern Zone 
Meeting to be held in Savannah May 4-6, 2006.  He stated that he had issued a formal 
invitation to the attendees of the 2005 NCEES Southern Zone Meeting and showed a 
video presentation of Savannah.  There was a positive reaction to the presentation and 
many expressed interest in attending.  Mr. Mickler commented that he had set up plans 
for a golf tournament.  Mr. Sweitzer commented that the weight of the planning for the 
meeting will fall on the Executive Director and staff and urged Board members to help as 
much as they can. 
 
Task Force Assignment Reports: 
 
There were none to report at this time. 
 
Memo of Agreement with Environmental Protection Division (EPD) 
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Mr. Mickler stated that the memo of agreement with Environmental Protection Division 
(EPD) had been signed and sent to Carol Couch at EPD to sign. 
 
June 2, 2005 Board Meeting in Calloway Gardens  
 
Chairman Vickery led discussion regarding the Board Meeting to be held on June 2, 2005 
in Calloway Gardens.  Mr. Ritter presented a request from Mike Fisher, President of 
Structural Engineers Association of Georgia who asked to be placed on the agenda for the 
June 2 meeting regarding licensure as a Structural Engineer in Georgia.  The Board 
agreed to add this to the agenda. 
 
Expert Witness Definition  
 
Mr. Ritter commented that he had a copy of the Attorney General’s definition of Expert 
Witness.  He said that an expert witness must be licensed in the appropriate discipline in 
any state and must have been licensed at the time that the incident occurred.  Following 
discussion, this item will be placed on the June 2, 2005 Board meeting agenda to develop 
a Board policy. 
 
New Business: 
 
Commercial Building Inspections: 
 
Mr. Little stated that he had received an e-mail from Mr. Ben Cox regarding a company 
offering training courses to Home Inspectors to become Commercial Building Inspectors.  
It was the consensus of the Board that inspection of commercial buildings is practicing 
engineering.  Mr. Ritter moved for Chairman Vickery to appoint Mr. Little to draft a 
policy to become a rule regarding the Board’s requirements of Commercial Building 
Inspectors.  Dr. Ransom seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
Renewal Late Fee Waiver Requests: 
 
Mr. Mickler presented three letters of request for a waiver of the late fee for renewals.  
One of the requests indicated that the licensee had contacted the Board in January and 
requested a paper renewal form.  Dr. Ransom moved to waive the late fee for this 
licensee.  Mr. Ritter seconded. Motion carried.  
 
The second request indicated that the licensee had moved and requested the waiver after 
January 31.  Dr. Ransom moved to deny the late fee waiver request for this licensee.  Mr. 
Ritter seconded.   
 
The third request indicated that the licensee had extenuating circumstances with deaths in 
the family.  Mr. Sweitzer moved to deny the late fee waiver request for this licensee.  Mr. 
Little seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
Executive Session: 
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At 10:50 am, Mr. Ritter moved for the Board to enter into Executive Session to deliberate 
on applications and enforcement matters and to receive information on complaints and 
investigative reports.  Mr. Little  seconded.  Motion carried.

Investigations and Complaints: 
 
PELS020144 – This case involved allegations of one Professional Engineer being in 
responsible charge of more than one firm.  Mr. Ritter moved to close the case with no 
violations found.  Mr. Waddle seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
PELS050082 and PELS050083 – These companion cases involved allegations of 
unlicensed practice of professional engineering by an individual and a firm.  Mr. Ritter 
moved to close the case as resolved.  Mr. Little seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
PELS050075 – This case involved an engineering firm with no Certification of 
Authorization.  Mr. Ritter moved to issue a Consent Order with $500 penalty and public 
reprimand to the Professional Engineer involved and not accept a Cease and Desist Order 
signed by the office manager.  Dr. Ransom seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
PELS020147 – This case involved plan-stamping by a Land Surveyor who had been 
issued a Consent Order with a penalty of $1000 and counter-offered a reduced penalty of 
$250.  Mr. Ritter moved to accept the counter-offer.  Mr. Waddle seconded.  Motion 
carried, with Mr. Little opposed. 
 
Mr. Ritter moved to accept a signed Voluntary Cease and Desist Order from Eric Sluder 
for unlicensed practice of professional engineering.  Dr. Ransom seconded.  Motion 
carried. 
 
Mr. Ritter moved to accept a signed Consent Order with one year probation and a public 
reprimand from Charles C. Jordan, PE017692 for being sanctioned by another state 
Board.  Dr. Ransom seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
Mr. Ritter moved to accept a signed Consent Order with one year probation and a public 
reprimand from Adrian Enzastiga, PE016054 for being sanctioned by another state 
Board.  Dr. Ransom seconded.  Motion carried. 
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Mr. Ritter moved to accept a signed Consent Order with one year probation and a public 
reprimand from James M. Purdy, PE009034 for being sanctioned by another state Board.  
Dr. Ransom seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
Mr. Mickler presented a letter of request from Paul A. Davis, LS002587 requesting 
exemption of renewal fees because of severe injuries.  Mr. Ritter moved for Chairman 
Vickery to direct Mr. Mickler to compose and send a letter to Mr. Davis offering the 
possible option of Inactive Status due to medical disability and consequences of allowing 
a license to lapse.  Dr. Ransom seconded.  Motion carried.
