Call to order: 
 
Public Hearing Regarding Board Rule 180-3-.02: 
 
Chairman Vickery declared a Public Hearing open to receive comments on proposed 
amendments to Board Rule 180-3-.02, regarding Experience Qualifications for Professional 
Engineers and Engineers-In-Training. 
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Chairman Vickery called the meeting to order at 9:35 am and presented a proposed agenda. 
Mr. Ritter requested to add an item to New Business, “NCEES Policy” and Ms. Wilmer 
requested to add an item to New Business, “North Metro Watershed.”  Mr. Ritter moved to 
adopt agenda as amended.  Mr. Chastain seconded.   Motion carried.  
 
 
Approval of Minutes: 
 
Chairman Vickery asked for any additions or deletions to the minutes of the June 2, 2005 
Board Meeting. Mr. Waddle moved to adopt the minutes as written. Mr. Little seconded.  
Motion carried. 
 
Chairman Vickery asked for any additions or deletions to the minutes of the July 19, 2005 
Phone Conference.  Mr. Little moved to adopt the minutes as written.  Mr. Ritter seconded.  
Mr. Sweitzer requested that Ms. Downing review and approve the minutes before the Board 
voted.  Approval of these minutes will be deferred to the next meeting. 
 
Professional Societies and Guests 
 
Chairman Vickery recognized the guests present:   Tommie Donaldson, LS, former Board 
member representing SAMSOG and Essam Ahmad.  Mr. Donaldson presented a letter 
outlining the items that SAMSOG is currently considering.  The items included Minimum 
Technical Standards and Education Requirements for Land Surveyors, as well as a desire for 
a High-Achieving Board.  He reported that SAMSOG is comfortable with the existing law 
that defines Land Surveyor. 
 
Mr. Chastain discussed a report that he prepared regarding acceptable Land Surveyor 
coursework from colleges and universities in this area.  Mr. Chastain moved for this item 
will be added to Old Business for the September meeting to be adopted as policy.  Mr. Ritter 
seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
Executive Director’s Report 
 
Mr. Mickler reported that the Professional Licensing Boards Division is currently working 
on a system to scan Public Board Orders that will be linked to licensees on the website 
database.   
 
Old Business: 
 
Board Rule 180-3-.02: 
 
At 10.10 am, Mr. Chastain moved to close the Public Hearing.  Mr. Little seconded.  Motion 
carried.  Mr. Ritter moved to adopt Board Rule 180-3-.02, “Qualifications: Professional 
Engineers and Engineer-In-Training, Experience” as amended and further moved that the 
formulation and adoption of Board Rule 180-3-.02 does not impose excessive regulatory 
cost on any licensee and any cost to comply with the proposed rule cannot be reduced by a 
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less expensive alternative that fully accomplishes the objectives of O.C.G.A. §§ 43-15-4(a) 
(Adoption of rules and regulations), O.C.G.A. § 43-15-6(a) (General Powers of the Board), 
O.C.G.A. § 43-15-8 (Engineer- in-training certificate; eligibility), O.C.G.A. § 43-15-9 
(Professional engineer certificate of registration; eligibility), O.C.G.A. § 43-15-10 
(Evaluation of engineering experience), O.C.G.A § 43-15-11 (Professional Engineers 
exam), and O.C.G.A. § 43-15-15 (Applications for certificates) to adopt or implement 
differing actions for businesses as listed in O.C.G.A. § 50-13-4(a)(3)(A), (B), (C) and (D).  
The formulation and adoption of these rules will impact every licensee in the same manner 
and each licensee is independently licensed in the fields of engineering and land surveying.   
Mr. Chastain seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
Board Rule 180-3-.02 as amended will read as follows: 
 
In evaluating experience offered as qualifying experience under O.C.G.A. 43-15-8 and 43-
15-10, the Board will take into consideration the following six (6) factors: 

(a) Prior Education.  The Board will take into consideration the applicant’s education 
at the time the pertinent experience was acquired with the basic view that prior 
education determines the value of the experience.   

(b) Kind of Experience.  The experience should involve the application of special 
knowledge of the mathematical, physical, and engineering sciences; the preparation 
of engineering data; the organization and implementation of testing procedures or 
methodologies for the collection of engineering data; the preparation of engineering 
data; the interpretation of engineering data; and the involvement in engineering 
during construction by the design engineer to verify his/her engineering design. 
supervision of construction. 

(c) Quality.  The experience should, by progression in difficulty and magnitude, 
demonstrate that the application has acquired ability to design and apply 
engineering principles and that his/her judgment may be trusted on projects 
involving public health and safety. 

(d) Scope.  The experience should demonstrate sufficient breadth and scope within the 
field selected rather than narrowly focused technical skill within the field. 

(e) Progression.  The record of work experience should indicate progression from 
initial work of simple character to recent work of greater difficulty, complexity and 
responsibility. 

(f) Capacity and Viewpoint.  The record of experience should indicate that the 
applicant has attained to a considerable degree those attributes of clear thinking 
and analysis essential to competence. 

 
Authority O.C.G.A. §§ 43-15-8(3)(A), 43-15-10(B), and 43-15-15(e). 
 

Land Surveyor 4-Offering Policy: 
 
Mr. Chastain moved to adopt Board Policy 04-08:   
 
Every land surveyor-in-training or land surveyor applicant who is qualified to take the 
fundamentals examination or the principles and practice examination shall be allowed to 
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take the qualifying examination four times.  If an applicant fails to pass an examination 
after four attempts in any jurisdiction, the applicant must take additional courses and obtain 
two years additional land surveying experience  in order to reapply for examination.  The 
applicant must submit to the Board transcripts for the enrollment and completion of six (6) 
college credit semester hours of college level courses in the applicant’s area of deficiency.  
The courses shall be bonafide college courses approved by the Board.   Board approval of 
application for considerations under this policy entitles applicant to the next four 
consecutive offerings. 
 

Visit from Laura Meadows, Assistant Secretary of State: 
 
At 10:15 am, Laura Meadows, Assistant Secretary of State entered the meeting to discuss 
budget planning and express appreciation to the Board for serving and patience with budget 
constraints in the past few years.  She indicated that as the budget proposals are being 
prepared for Fiscal Year 2007, additional funding will be requested for the Professional 
Licensing Boards Division.  Following Ms. Meadows’ presentation, there was general 
discussion and questions from the Board members regarding budget concerns.

At 10:50 am, Mr. Little moved for the Board to enter into Executive Session to deliberate on 
applications and enforcement matters and to receive information on complaints and 
investigative reports.  Mr. Chastain seconded.  Motion carried.

New Business: 
 
NCEES Proposed Policy: 
 
Mr. Ritter presented a proposed NCEES Policy that would allow Professional Engineer 
applicants to take the exam prior to obtaining at least four years of acceptable experience.  
He encouraged the Board to vote against this proposed policy during the NCEES annual 
meeting.  Chairman Vickery stated that Georgia voted against it at the NCEES Southern 
Zone meeting. 
 
Mr. Ritter also discussed a newsletter he received from the Florida Board of Professional 
Engineers.  He stated that Florida has a study guide that is used as a disciplinary measure.  
He requested Chairman Vickery to direct Mr. Mickle r to obtain the study guide from the 
Florida Board for review. 
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North Metro Watershed: 
 
Ms. Willmer discussed two letters she had received regarding Erosion and Sedimentation 
Control at the North Metro Watershed and Board requirements for who is qualified to 
submit hydrologic studies and designs.  Mr. Ritter moved for Ms. Willmer or Mr. Sweitzer 
to respond.  Mr. Little seconded.  Motion carried with Mr. Chastain opposed. 
 
Investigations and Complaints: 
 
PELS050112 – This case involved a professional engineer applicant with disciplinary action 
taken by another state.  Mr. Ritter moved to close the case with no violations.  Mr. Little 
seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
PELS050126 – This case involved a professional engineer who revealed on his renewal 
application disciplinary action taken by another state.  Mr. Little moved to deny renewal and 
send a letter to the licensee advising him of the action.  Mr. Dean seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
PELS050123 – This case involved allegations of unlicensed practice of land surveying.  Mr. 
Ritter moved to close the case with no violations.  Mr. Dean seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
Mr. Dean moved to accept a signed Cease and Desist Order from W. Max Hall for 
unlicensed practice of professional engineering who paid $5000 penalty.  Mr. Little 
seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
Mr. Chastain moved to accept a signed Cease and Desist Order from Yoland Alexander for 
unlicensed practice of land surveying.  Mr. Ritter seconded.  Motion carried. 
 
Mr. Dean moved to accept a signed Consent Order from Richard Matthews, LS002217 and 
a penalty of $250 and public reprimand for assisting unlicensed practice of land surveying.  
Mr. Chastain seconded.  Motion carried.
