September 13, 2005

Call toorder:

Chairman Vickery called the meeting to order at 9:30 am and asked for any additions or
deletions to the proposed agenda. Mr. Ritter requested to add one item, Report on Legal
Seminar, to New Business. Mr. Ritter moved to adopt agenda as amended. Mr. Dean
seconded. Motion carried.



Approval of Minutes:

Chairman Vickery asked for any additions or deletions to the minutes of the August 9, 2005
Board Meeting. Mr. Ritter moved to adopt the minutes as written. Mr. Little seconded.
Motion carried.

Professional Societies and Guests

Chairman Vickery recognized the guests present. Mr. Hardwick Butler and Mr. Roger
Purcell presented areport of the surveying certificate program and available coursework
pertaining to surveying at Middle Georgia College.

Executive Director’s Report

Mr. Mickler reported that NCEES has allowed the Georgia Board an extension to finish the
last reviews of exam candidates and all should be completed before the Board members
leave after the meeting.

Mr. Mickler reported that the Professiona Licensing Boards Division has hired temporary
staff to scan public board orders to publish on the website.

Mr. Mickler and Chairman Vickery gave areport on the highlights of the annual NCEES
conference in Memphis, August 24 — 27, 2005. Ms. Willmer and Mr. Dean also attended.
Chairman Vickery pointed out three issues that were of significance:
Restrict voting to only Board members. Georgia voted yes, but measure was
defeated.
Discussion to add 30 hours of education to the Model Law Engineer module, with
different levels and different titles. This measure was sent back to committee and
was not voted on.
Applicants taking the Fundamentals Exam, then the Principles & Practices Exam
without having experience. Georgia voted against, and measure was defeated.

Old Business:
PE Exam Application:

Ms. Willmer led discussion regarding the latest draft of the PE exam application. Mr. Dean
commented that he felt there should be a question regarding US citizenship for legal
reasons. Ms. Willmer will add the question and will forward the final draft to the Board
members and staff for afinal review before it is put into use.



There was general discussion regarding applicants who are denied and the language in the
denia letter regarding informal conferences. It was determined that the best way to convey
what the applicant should do is to put a statement in the denia letter telling the applicant
that he/she may request an informal conference; however, the application would only be
reviewed once per exam period, according to Board Rule 180-2-.03 (3) and (4.)

2006 Southern Zone Mesting:

Mr. Mickler stated that at the annual NCEES conference he had consulted with other
Executive Directors and Board Chairmen of the Southern Zone states who had recently
hosted the Southern Zone Meetings. They estimated that there was an average attendance of
about 100 delegates in the past three years. Mr. Mickler will have to present budget figures
to the NCEES Board of Directors by November 1. He estimates that the budget will be
around $58,000 — $60,000, with a registration fee of $400 for delegates and $100 for guests.
He will present a Budget Report to the Board for review at the October 4 Board meeting.

Task Force Assignments.
None reported.
Coalition Report:

Ms. Willmer reported that she has scheduled a meeting with Laura Meadows, Assistant
Secretary of State, to talk about the Board' s needs. She also reported that she will meet on
Wednesday, September 14, 2005 with Ben Harbin, Chairman of the House A ppropriations
Committee to discuss Board needs and goals.

New Business:
Definition of “Commercial Building”:

Mr. Mickler presented a copy of an e-mail letter from Mr. Earl Ferguson and Mr. Ben Cox,
requesting the definition of “commercia building” as specified in O.C.G.A. § 43-15-24(b).
Following discussion, Chairman Vickery stated that he would send Mr. Ferguson and Mr.
Cox aresponse from the Board, suggesting that the Board would refrain from interpreting
code.

Veterans Preference Points:

Mr. Dean proposed Board Policy 05-02 regarding assigning 1000 points to the exam and
requiring a minimum of 700 pointsto pass. Mr. Dean proposed that veterans preference
points be added to the adjusted score, rather than the scaled scores reported to the Board
from NCEES. Chairman Vickery requested that the Board staff provide a report with the
number of exam candidates in the last ten years who passed only by adding veterans



preference points to their final grade. Mr. Sweitzer moved to postpone adoption of this
policy until more information is gathered. Mr. Ritter seconded. Motion carried.

Mr. Mickler stated that he would ask Craig Fluck from the Exam Section to attend the next
Board meeting to discuss what other Boards do about adding veterans preference points to
exam grades.

Request for Copy of Application:

Mr. Mickler presented a letter of request from the FBI asking for a copy of the application
file of alicensed Professional Engineer. Mr. Sweitzer moved to deny the request, but to
allow the licensee to request in writing a copy of the application to be sent on his behaf. If
the licensee makes the request, a copy of the application only, with no endorsements or
Board action, may be sent. Mr. Little seconded. Mation carried.

ELSES Taking EIT Applications:

Mr. Mickler led discussion regarding EL SES taking EIT applications rather than candidates
sending the applications to the Board first to be approved, to aleviate the application load
on staff during exam deadlines and reviews. ELSES would allow Seniors and Regular EIT
candidates qualifying under O.C.G.A. 88 43-15-8.1 and 8.2 to take the exam. Mr. Mickler
will obtain aformal proposa from ELSES. Mr. Sweitzer moved to entertain the proposal
from ELSES at the October 4, 2005 meeting. Mr. Ritter seconded. Motion carried.

PE Exam Based on Exam Committee Participation:

Ms. Willmer discussed her participation on the NCEES Exam Committee, regarding the
Professional Engineer exam and minimum competency.

Report on Legal Seminar:

Mr. Ritter reported that he attended a seminar on Legal 1ssues for Professional Engineers for
continuing education. Some of the points made in the course were:
- Complying with Georgia Rules and Laws

Understanding disciplinary actions

Complying with laws regarding unlicensed practice

Professional Conduct

Avoiding professional risk, proportional liability

Ethics

Hurricane Katrina Displaced Victims:

Mr. Mickler asked for the Board to consider how to handle persons who may have moved to
Georgia from the Hurricane Katrina effected areas in Louisiana, Mississippi and Alabama
who hold a professional engineer or land surveyor license in one of those states and want to
obtain licensure in Georgia. Mr. Dean moved to alow persons who recently became a



resident of Georgia, whose previous address was in one of the effected areas and can prove
that they are currently licensed in their home state, to apply for temporary permit with afee
of $1.00, to practice engineering in Georgia for up to one year. The person must work for a
firm that has already obtained a Certificate of Authorization from the Georgia Board. Mr.
Sweltzer seconded. Motion carried.

Executive Session:

At 1:45 pm, Mr. Ritter moved for the Board to enter into Executive Session to deliberate on
applications and enforcement matters and to receive information on complaints and
investigative reports. Mr. Little seconded. Motion carried.

Reconvened Open Session at 2:55 pm with the following Board member s present -

I nvestigations and Complaints:

Mr. Ritter moved to renew a Professional Engineer’s license with Consent Order with
Public Reprimand. Dr. Rarsom seconded. Motion carried.

PEL S0500127 — This case involved a firm in Georgia whose qualifying engineer lives and
worksin Florida. Mr. Sweitzer moved to revoke the Certificate of Authorization for the
firm and issue a Consent Order to the licensee with $1500 penalty and one year probation
for false reporting on the Certification of Authorization application form. Mr. Little
seconded. Motion carried.

PEL S020151 — Mr. Ritter moved to close this case as the respondent has died. Mr. Little
seconded. Motion carried.

Mr. Little moved to accept a signed Cease and Desist Order from Magjid Zibanejadrad d/b/a
Oasis Construction Services, Inc. for unlicensed practice of professional engineering. Dr.
Ransom seconded. Motion carried.

Mr. Dean moved to accept a signed Cease and Desist Order from Ben Harper for using the
word “engineering” in the title of his firm. Mr. Sweitzer seconded. Motion carried.

Mr. Dean moved to accept a signed Cease and Desist Order from David Nelson for
unlicensed practice of professional engineering, and send a copy of the Order to the victim
and the Architect Board. Mr. Ritter seconded. Motion carried.



Mr. Sweitzer moved to accept a signed Cease and Desist Order from Randy Jordan for
unlicensed practice of professional engineering and send a copy to the Architect Board. Mr.
Ritter seconded. Motion carried

The Board received aletter of request to issue a new Certificate of Authorization to Polaris
Surveyors, rather than retain the same Certificate they already have. Mr. Ritter moved to
deny the request. Dr. Ransom seconded. Motion carried.

The Board received a request from Sami Bonham, EIT021019, asking to be allowed to
apply as an out-of-state exam candidate because of his difficulty obtaining his transcripts.
Mr. Dean moved to respond to him that the Georgia Board will send the original transcript
to the Tennessee Board so he can apply there. Mr. Little seconded. Motion carried.

Mr. Ritter
seconded. Motion carried.
