Call to order:

Chairman Vickery called the meeting to order at 9:30 am. Ms. Kimberly McKay from the
Information Technology department presented a demonstration of the new features of the
Secretary of State website that allows applicants to check the status of their applications
online and be notified of receipt of the application and when they become licensed. She
also demonstrated the feature allowing the public to view Board Orders on the web.



Mr. Vickery asked for any additions or deletions to the proposed agenda. Mr. Chastain
moved to adopt the agenda as presented. Mr. Little seconded. Motion carried.

Approval of Minutes:

Chairman Vickery presented a draft of the July 19, 2005 minutes, amended draft of the
September 13, 2005 minutes, and draft of the October 4, 2005 minutes. Mr. Little moved to
adopt the July 19, 2005 and October 4, 2005 minutes as writtenand the September 13, 2005
minutes are amended. Mr. Ritter seconded. Motion carried.

Professional Societies and Guests

Chairman Vickery recognized the guests present, Mr. Hardwick Butler and Mr. Roger
Purcell, both representing the Surveying and Mapping Society of Georgia. They had no
report or comments.

Executive Director’s Report

Mr. Mickler announced that he is working on old complaint cases and has some ready to
assign to Board members for follow up. He also stated that two new attorneys had been
hired in the Legal Services Section and that they have been working on backlogged cases as
well.

Mr. Mickler presented aletter of request from Robert B. Davis, PE, who asked to be
allowed to “directly supervise, on adaily basis’ his staff from a remote location in Brazil.
After discussion, Chairman Vickery directed Mr. Mickler to answer the letter that the Board
has denied Mr. Davis srequest. Chairman Vickery also assigned Ms. Willmer the task of
drafting a change to the rule regarding direct supervisory control from other locations.

Old Business:
2006 Southern Zone Mesting:

Mr. Mickler stated that he had turned in the budget figures for the 2006 Southern Zone
Meeting to NCEES for approval. He announced that he, Ms. Willmer and Chairman
Vickery had met with Laura Meadows, Assistant Secretary of State and Mollie Fleeman,
Division Director regarding plans for the Southern Zone meeting. Chairman Vickery
directed Mr. Mickler to assign tasks to the Board members to cover the agenda and specia
events involved with the meeting.

Ms. Willmer reported that she is scheduled to speak at a meeting of the Society of Women

Engineersin January and a meeting of Georgia Society of Professional Engineers (GSPE) in
February. Sheinvited any Board members who would like to attend with her.



Coalition Report:

Ms. Willmer reported that the Coalition met last week and wants to model the State Board
of Registration for Professional Engineers and Land Surveyors after the Real Estate
Commission.

Surveyor s Education Standards:

In an effort to inform surveyor candidates and protect the public, Mr. Chastain moved to
adopt the following proposed policy regarding acceptable surveying coursework for
candidates applying after the Spring 2006 semester.

L and Surveying Cour se Acceptance Policy

This policy is atentative regiment based on commonly presented courses. Thislist isnot conclusive, other
courses may be acceptable. Any course may be presented to the Board for evaluation of acceptability. This
list may not reflect recent changes in course offerings and is subject to change accordingly. All courses listed

are approved as listed unless noted otherwise as follows:

<< > old course offerings on quarter system
<P> courses listed are considered prerequisite material, no credit will be given
<1> such courses are considered as afirst surveying course, credit will be allowed for
only one“first” course
<1/2> dueto some course content containing material that is not surveying, half
credit is granted for courses so indicated
<N> No credit is granted for courses so indicated
<L> Courses so noted contain legal aspects or boundary law, one such course must be
included in the applicant’ s transcript(s)
<H> Courses so noted apply towards the 5 Qtr hour requirement in Hydrology
NOTE: Courses by SPSU and MGC called “Hydrology for Surveyors” will NOT
be given credit if taken after Spring semester 2006.

Georgia Land Surveyor program (or equivalent) accepted only if program of study was begun prior to January
1, 2006. Completed transcript must be submitted with application prior to June 1, 2007 in order to be
considered.

Other institutions and U.S. Military courses will be evaluated case by case. Commonly encountered programs
or courses will be added to thislist periodically. General guidelinesfor courses:

1. No Mathematics, physics, or drafting courses qualify for the statutory requirements
2. All “first” surveying courses must have adequate prerequisitesin math and drafting
3. Each applicant must present one course which deals with the legal aspects of land surveying or
boundary law. If not taken at a Georgia school, applicants are strongly urged to familiarize
themselves with Georgia' sland division system and laws.
Qualifying hydrology courses must have sufficient prerequisites in physics, mathematics, fluid mechanics, and
must cover the design of culverts, multi-structure systems, retention ponds, and open channel flow

Mr. Ritter seconded. Motion carried with Mr. Sweitzer and Ms. Willmer opposed.

I nvestigations and Complaints:

PEL S020142 — This case involved an architect who used the word “Engineering” in his
advertisement. Mr. Sweitzer moved to authorize Ms. Downing, on behalf of the Board, to
issue a Voluntary Cease and Desist Order at the appropriate time with a penalty of $5000.
Dr. Ransom seconded. Motion carried.

PEL S030023 — This case involved a firm with allegations of unlicensed practice of
engineering. Mr. Ritter moved to close the case with no action. Mr. Little seconded.
Motion carried.

PEL S020136 — This case involved unlicensed practice of engineering. Mr. Ritter moved to
issue a Voluntary Cease and Desist Order with a penalty of $1000. Ms. Willmer seconded.
Motion carried.

PEL S040056 — This case involved unlicensed practice of engineering. Ms. Willmer moved
to issue a Voluntary Cease and Desist Order with a penalty of $10,000 and send al case
documentation to the District Attorney in the county where the incident occurred. Mr. Little
seconded. Motion carried.

PEL S01200085 — This case involved a Professional Engineer who listed his engineering
firm as the “ Architect of Record” on adrawing. Ms. Willmer moved to issue a Consent
Order with a penalty of $500 and refer the case to the Architect Board. Mr. Waddle
seconded. Motion carried.



PEL S040005 — This case involved allegations of substandard practice of professional
engineering. Ms. Willmer moved to close the case with no action. Mr. Chastain seconded.
Motion carried.

PEL S040057 — This case involved a now-closed engineering firm with no Professional
Engineer and a Professional Engineer stamping plans for the firm. Ms. Willmer moved to
not pursue the firm, but to issue a Consent Order to the Professional Engineer with a Public
Reprimand and a penalty of $2000. Mr. Chastain seconded. Motion carried.

PEL S01100072 — This case involved a Professional Engineer with allegations of copyright
infringement. Mr. Waddle moved to close the case with no action. Mr. Ritter seconded.
Motion carried. A letter will be sent to the complainant explaining why there are no
violations.

PEL S01200079 — This case involved allegations of unlicensed practice of engineering. Ms.
Willmer moved to close the case with a Letter of Concern. Mr. Little seconded. Motion
carried.

PEL S050108 — This case involved allegations of unlicensed practice of engineering. Ms.
Willmer moved to close the case with no action, but to write a letter to the owner suggesting
that a Professional Engineer or Architect review the building plans, and write a letter to the
State Fire Marshal cautioning that there was aviolation of O.C.G.A. 25-2-14(b).

PELS01100112 — This case involved a Land Surveyor with allegations of plan-stamping.
Mr. Chastain moved to amend the previous motion of issuing a Consent Order, to requesting
aVoluntary Surrender. Mr. Little seconded. Motion carried.

PEL S030029 — This case involved a Professional Engineer with violations in Tennessee.
Mr. Chastain moved to issue a Consent Order with Public Reprimand and two years
probation to begin on December 31, 2004 (the expiration date of his last valid licerse.) Dr.
Ransom seconded. Motion carried.

PEL S050096 — This case involved a Professional Engineer with violationsin Nevada. Ms.
Willmer moved to issue a Letter of Concern and close the case. Mr. Little seconded.
Motion carried.

PEL S050087 — This case involved a Professional Engineer who revealed violations in
Florida when he attempted to renew. Mr. Little moved to deny renewal. Dr. Ransom
seconded. Motion carried.

PEL S060036 — This case involved a Professional Engineer who refused to sign a Corsent
Agreement for Reinstatement of his Professional Engineer’slicense. Ms. Willmer moved to
deny reinstatement and issue a Voluntary Cease and Desist Order for unlicensed practice of
professional engineering. Dr. Ransom seconded. Motion carried.



Dr. Ransom moved to accept a signed Voluntary Cease and Desist Order from John
Swestte, Chestetee Engineering for using the word “Engineering” in the title of his firm that
is not an engineering firm. Mr. Little seconded. Motion carried. Mr. Swestte will change
the name of his firm to comply.

Mr. Ritter moved to accept asigned Voluntary Cease and Desist Order from Arthur J.
Barreiro, Jr. for unlicensed practice of engineering. Mr. Waddle seconded. Motion carried.

Mr. Sweitzer moved to release the probation status on Earnest Baucom, PE020333. Ms.
Willmer seconded. Motion carried.
