Senate Bill 184: Ms. Rosenbaum motioned, Mr. Freemyer seconded, and the Board voted to
send a letter to the Senate Committee, and a copy to the Chiropractic Board, expressing the
Board’s concerns with the proposed legislative changes. (Attachment #1)

House Bill 266: Mr. Freemyer motioned, Ms. Rosenbaum seconded, and the Board voted to
send a letter to the House Committee expressing the Board’s concerns that the passing of the
proposed legislative change would allow the expungement of cease and desist orders issued by
the Physical Therapy Board. (Attachment #2)

Senate Bill 110: The Board tabled this item and will revisit and discuss it in the March meeting.

E-mail from Carolyn Hill: Ms. Chaney motioned, Mr. Freemyer seconded and the Board voted
to refer Ms. Hill to the consultation language, board rule 490-9-.02 and Georgia laws 43-33-3(7)
and 43-33-18(a)(1) and to advise that reimbursement issues should be deferred to the insurance
companies.

P.M. on February 21, 2005.

Dear Senator Thomas:

At a conference call meeting on February 21, 2005, the Georgia State Board of Physical Therapy
reviewed Senate Bill 184 pertaining to proposed changes to O.C.G.A. Title 43, Chapter 9. During the
meeting, the Board voted to notify you of concerns and suggestions for revision. These suggestions are
as follows:

43-9-1(2) with the removal of the statement “provided, however, that the provisions of this Code section
shall not prevent any other healthcare provider from administering techniques authorized within the
scope of practice.” the board is concerned that this change may limit access for consumers to qualified,
duly licensed healthcare providers.

43-9-1(5) with the addition of the definition of “Subluxation” as drafted, the board is concerned that it
appears to limit the care and treatment of this condition to Doctors of Chiropractic only.

43-9-16(b) with the addition of the statement “or directly supervise the use of” the board is concerned
with the delegation of treatment to unlicensed persons, even with the requirement of direct supervision.
The interventions/modalities listed have previously required a trained and duly licensed healthcare
provider to safely deliver these patient care services.

43-9-16(b) with the addition of the statement “exercise, myofascial therapy, massage, vitamins, minerals,
food supplements, rehabilitative procedures,” the board is concerned that the use of the terms exercise
and rehabilitative procedures specifically are too broad. Also, the board is concerned that Doctors of
Chiropractic may not be sufficiently trained to safely deliver these patient care services.

43-9-16(b) with the removal of the statements “nonprescription, over-the counter” and “which are
commonly available through retail pharmacy outlets,” the board is concerned that these changes may
expand the scope of practice for Doctors of Chiropractic.



43-9-16(e) with the addition of the statement “Chiropractors who have complied with this chapter may
order laboratory tests, urinalysis, and diagnostic imaging and neurodiagnostic studies as indicated.” the
board is concerned that Doctors of Chiropractic may not be sufficiently trained to safely provide for these
services.

43-9-16(h) with the removal of the statement “If a chiropractor performs upon a patient any act
authorized to be so performed under this chapter but which act also constitutes a standard procedure of
the practice of medicine, including but not limited to the use of modalities such as those described in
subsection (b) of this Code section and Xrays, under similar circumstances the chiropractor shall be
held to the same standard of care as would licensed doctors of medicine who are qualified to and who
actually perform those acts under similar conditions and like circumstances.”, the board is concerned that
it alters the previously established standard of practice thus minimizing patient safety.

43-9-16 former subsection (i) with the removal of the statement “Any such recommendation of vitamins,
minerals, or food supplements shall not be construed to allow chiropractors to treat patients outside the
scope of the practice of chiropractic as set forth in this chapter nor shall this subsection be construed to
allow chiropractors to sell at a profit any such vitamins, minerals, or food supplements without providing
their generic name.” the board finds implies that a chiropractor may sell these items at a profit which may
create a conflict of interest for patients.

The board asks that you take these matters into consideration when further reviewing this proposed
legislation.
