Assistant Attorney General’s Report — Motion Ballard, seconded Currie, and motion
carried, to accept the report from the Assistant Attorney General.

Rule Revision 510-5-.01 — Motion Meck, seconded Ballard, and motion carried to post
revision to rule 510-5-.01, which adds a footnote inadvertently omitted during original
posting and adoption of rule, for vote to adopt at December 17, 2004 Board meeting. The
footnote provides information about the source for the Code of Conduct and the
Supplemental Code of Ethics. In addition, motion Meck, seconded Ballard, and motion
carried that the formulation and adoption of Rule 510-5-.01 does not impose excessive
regulatory cost on any licensee and any cost to comply with the proposed rule
amendment cannot be reduced by a less expensive alternative that fully accomplishes the
objectives of O.C.G.A. §43-1-19, 43-39-6, and 43-39-13. It is not legal or feasible to
meet the objectives of O.C.G.A. §43-1-19, 43-39-6 and 43-39-13 to adopt or implement
differing actions for businesses as listed at O.C.G.A. 8§ 50-13-4(a)(3)(A), (B), (C) and
(D). The formulation and adoption of these rules will impact every licensee in the same
manner and each licensee is independently licensed, owned and operated and dominant in
the field of Psychology.
