“Anyone on this list who is working for a licensed GC under a valid permit is exempt from
having to hold a license of their own unless covered under another law.”

“Licensed specialties under Chapter 14 and non-licensed specialties do not have to hold
a [contractors] license if they are performing work within their specialty. The [State
Licensing] Board [for Residential and General Contractors] has been directed by
January 1, 2008 to identify what those specialties are and what their scope is within
those specialties to allow them to contract directly with an owner without being a
[licensed contractor].”

“Vertical structures that are going to house consumers or the general public that exceed
the $10,000 or the 25 percent total scope of work require a license in the appropriate
field.”

“If you have been building these structures you can sit for the exam based on past
experience.”




“The Board recognizes that limited service unlicensed specialty contractors can
coordinate multiple specialty trades within the scopes of work listed below.”

Morgan Wheeler stated that he will pass this along to the inspectors once the Board
receives appropriate approval from the Attorney General’s office.

Mr. Barnard stated this has been done as a policy and wants to put it out for the public to
view. This will be a work in progress. Once the Board receives approval from the
Attorney General’s office, it will be posted on the Secretary of State website.

Discussion ensued.

Kyle Floyd, Executive Director, will contact the Georgia Association of Business
Licensing Officials (GABLO) to notify business licensing officials what professional
license has to be shown to get issued a business license for building.

Chairperson Thayer suggested the Board set up a committee to consider building official
notification/education and report back to the Board.

Scarlett Elliott, Board Attorney, delivered the Attorney General’'s Report.

At the August 8, 2007 Board meeting, Ms. Elliott was asked to report back to the Board
on “inactive” status licenses. Currently, the law does not provide for an inactive status
license for the Georgia Board for Residential and General Contractors, and the law does
not allow for the Board to create an inactive status license. However, O.C.G.A. § 43-1-
22 allows the Division Director to provide for an inactive status licenses. If the Board
wanted licensees to have the option of going inactive, it would need to address the issue
with the Division Director.

A motion was made by Steve Cash, seconded by Mark Herbert, and the Board voted
unanimously to have Kyle Floyd, Executive Director, request the Residential and
General Contractors Board be added to the inactive status list through the Division
Director of the Professional Licensing Boards.

Ms. Elliott also reported that general liability insurance is a requirement for licensure. If
the insurance policy is cancelled, the applicant is no longer meeting the requirements.

Kyle Floyd, Executive Director, delivered the Executive Director's Report.

Mr. Floyd stated that he has been receiving a lot of requests from surrounding states
regarding interest in allowing for reciprocation with Georgia contractors. Chairperson
Thayer suggested that a committee be formed to address this issue and report back to
the Board. Roger Huggins, David Cyr and Allen Richardson volunteered to serve on the
committee to address the issue of reciprocity.

Mr. Floyd discussed a question he received concerning written warranties cited in
O.C.G.A. 8 43-41-7, and expanded upon in Board Rule 553-7-.01.

The question centers upon the “in connection with” language of the code and whether
such language means the warranty is required to be provided at the time of contracting
or just sometime, such as at the time of closing.

Steve Cash stated it would be provided in the contract and it would not take effect until
the time of possession. Mr. Cash and Mr. Barnard then conversed and concluded it
would be time of possession for new builds, but time of contracting for remodelers.
However, Chairperson Thayer directed the Board to deal with the issue of reciprocity first
and then the Board will come back and address the warranty issue, hammering out such
guestions.

Mr. Floyd handed out a notification for building officials for the Board members to review.
The notice reads:

OFFEICIAL NOTICE

RESIDENTIAL AND GENERAL CONTRACTORS MUST BE LICENSED

EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2008
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Under O.C.G.A. 8§ 43-41-14 “Any person, whether an individual or a business
organization acting through a qualifying agent, intending to perform work as a residential
or general contractor, upon making application to the building inspector or such other
authority of any incorporated municipality or county in this state charged with the duty of
issuing building or other permits for contemplated construction work requiring
performance by either a licensed residential contractor or a licensed general contractor
shall, before being entitled to the issuance of such permit, furnish to such inspector or
authority, personally or through his or her authorized agent specifically designated to act
on his or her behalf in a sworn written document submitted contemporaneously or
previously submitted and maintained by such inspector or authority, his or her residential
contractor or general contractor license number and the identity of any business
organization for which such applicant is serving as qualifying agent that is undertaking or
contracting as a residential contractor or a general contractor to construct or manage the
construction...”

“...A building inspector or other authority shall issue such building permit under the
terms of this Code section to any person, including an individual licensee acting on his or
her own behalf or a licensee acting as a qualifying agent for a business organization and
such business organization, upon evidence reasonably establishing that such person is
duly licensed as a residential or general contractor under this chapter, either individually
or as a business organization acting under a duly licensed qualifying agent... “

An Authorized “Permit Agent” Form was handed out as well for the Board to review.

A motion was made by Mark Herbert, seconded by Allen Richardson, and the Board
voted unanimously to adopt these two forms as the standard forms to be used.

The above motion was tabled in order to review the forms further.
Discussion ensued.

A motion was made by Allen Richardson and seconded by Mark Herbert to have the
Official Notice accepted for distribution to county and city building officials. The
Authorized “Permit Agent” Form will be reviewed by everyone and further discussed at
the next meeting.

The Board discussed New business items.

Bob Barnard stated that the Board needs to decide what update questions are going to
be asked before an applicant is issued a license on July 1, 2008. That is, questions to
verify that applicant information previously provided and used to approve an applicant for
licensure is still valid. Chairperson Thayer stated that the Board needs to consider an
affidavit. David Cyr stated that his committee can handle this issue as well.

Mark Woodall, Associated General Contractors of Georgia, stated that he contacted Mr.
Floyd in regards to PSI releasing the names and addresses of applicants waiting to take
the test. Mr. Woodall wrote PSI a formal letter requesting this information and copied
Mr. Floyd on this request. Mr. Woodall stated PSI will not release the information. A
contact person from PSI is to meet two days after the meeting with Mr. Floyd and Mr.
Floyd will report back at the next meeting.
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Morgan Wheeler stated that beginning with the next Board meeting, the two divisions,
Residential and General, should break into separate groups to address appearances. A
qguorum will need to be met for each division in order to do this.

With no other business for the Board to discuss, a motion was made by Allen
Richardson, seconded by Bob Barnard, and the Board voted unanimously to adjourn the
meeting at 2:24 p.m.
