(b) graduation from a nursing education program or a graduate level post-master’s certificate in an advanced practice registered nurse 
practitioner specialty within the four. 
 
(c) completion of a Georgia Board-approved advanced practice registered nurse reentry/refresher program within the four (4) years 
immediately preceding the date of current application. 
 
(5) An applicant who is unable to meet the requirements of (4) (a) (b) or (c) must satisfactorily complete the following: 
 
(a) 40 hours of study relevant to advanced registered nursing practice within one (1) year of the date of application.  Relevant 
advanced practice registered nurse study must include at least four (4) different content areas. The Board may waive the 40 hours of 
study if the applicant has passed a national recognized certification organization examination within the four (4) years immediately 
preceding the date of current application. 
 
(b) current health care provider course of cardio-pulmonary resuscitation unless completed within one (1) year of the date of application 
with a Georgia Board of Nursing approved RN reentry;

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(d) 160 hours of relevant advanced practice registered nursing supervised by an advanced practice registered nurse in a comparable 
specialty area and in accordance with other Board criteria.
