CALL TO ORDER -Albert R. De Chicchis, Chair, called the meeting to order at 8:36
am.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

Motion, K. Hill, seconded, W. Hill, and the Board voted to enter into Executive Session
in accordance with O.C.G.A. 43-1-2(k) and 43-1-19(h) to deliberate on applications and
investigations. Voting in favor of the motion were W. McNeil and De Chicchis. The
Board concluded Executive Session in order to vote on these matters and to continue
with the public session.

Motion W. Hill, seconded W. Hill and motion carried to approve the minutes of the April
19", 2004 meeting.
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EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR REPORT

Ms. Tracy briefed the Board related to the attendance of Kyle Floyd, Staff Attorney
meeting with the Board at the Board' s request. Due to the Board' s previous discussion
about the possibility of changing the expiration date of licenses, it was desired by the
Board to consult with Legal Servicesto get some clarity on how the Board should
proceed. Mr. Floyd was scheduled for this purpose. Ms. Tracy encouraged the Board to
feel freeto ask questions.

MISCELLANEQOUS

Dr. DeChicchis read a letter forwarded to the Board by the Physical Therapy Board. The
letter described an incident by a speechlanguage pathologist with a physician in which
the physician was reported to have acted in a very unprofessional manner.

Motion K. Hill, seconded W. Hill, and motion carried to refer the letter to the Medical
Composite Board of Examiners with a cover letter from the Board expressing concern
over the reported behavior of the physician. Letter of acknowledgement and notification
of the Board's action to be sent to the writer.

Kyle Floyd met with the Board to field questions about the Board' s desire to change the
expiration date of licenses to December 31% of even years to coincide with the continuing
education cycle established by the Board. Licensees are very confused by the existing
expiration dates for continuing education, December 31 of even years and licensure
expiration of March 31% of odd years. In addition, there is a need expressed by the Board
to provide alate renewal period for licensees to facilitate continued renewal for a
designated time. Currently with expiration of the license, licensees must reinstate with no
opportunity for alate renewal.

Mr. Floyd reported that he had consulted with Ms. Fleeman who suggested other options
to the Board because of the current renewal volume for the month of December. Board to
provide alternative options to Ms. Fleeman for her approval.

Dr. DeChicchis addressed the subject of intraoperative monitoring and whether thisisin
the scope of practice for audiologists as well as whether continuing education hoursin
this field meet current requirements. Dr. DeChicchis upon discussion with the Board and
consultation with Janet Wray, Sr. Assistant Attorrey General and Board Attorney,
confirmed the Board' s decision that intraoperative monitoring is within the scope of
practice of audiologists and subsequently, continuing education hours are appropriate.
