The Board reviewed an inquiry regarding the hours that a Funeral Service Apprentice is able to work while
pursuing a Bachelors in a Mortuary Science. The Board noted that while they are unable to provide legal
advice or interpret laws and rules, Rule 250-4-.03(1)(c) states that an apprentice shall be allowed to serve a
maximum of four (4) hours per day for credit towards completion of the apprenticeship period while enrolled
in college, and does not distinguish between Associates and Bachelors programs. Jake Futch moved, Joe
Westbury seconded, and the motion carried.
